Public Service Announcement

The Cobbetts Pond Improvement Association (CPIA) is a non-profit organization committed to the protection and preservation of Cobbetts Pond and its watershed.  For the past nineteen years the CPIA has participated in the Department of Environmental Services’ (DES) Volunteer Lake Assessment Program through which our organization assists in the testing and monitoring of the water quality in Cobbetts Pond.  

Over this period, these test results have shown a significant shift in water quality, such that Cobbetts Pond is now listed as an impaired water body.  NH DES has taken notice of this change in water quality and recommends that a Watershed Restoration Plan be developed and implemented.  Armed with this information, the CPIA, along with Cobbetts Pond Village District, has applied for a Watershed Restoration Grant for Impaired Waters from the State of New Hampshire, which, if granted, will provide an extensive study to identify sources contributing to the deterioration of Cobbetts Pond.  The Town of Windham and NH Department of Transportation has expressed their support of our efforts to obtain a grant.

The ultimate goal of the CPIA is to establish a workable Watershed Restoration Plan that over the years will be implemented with the help and cooperation of not only the residents of Cobbetts Pond, but all Windham residents to ensure that this beautiful town resource remains viable.

In an other ongoing effort, the CPIA and DES have identified that Milfoil, an exotic aquatic plant, has colonized extensive sections of shoreline in the northern basin of Cobbetts Pond.  Exotic aquatic plants pose a threat to the ecological, aesthetic, recreational and economic values of lakes and ponds.  In June, 2007, the CPIA requested matching funds from DES to conduct an aquatic plant control project.  We are pleased to announce that DES has approved our application for a 5-year aquatic plant control project to commence in the spring of 2008 to control areas infested with Milfoil.
